| n October 2025, Latin American icons Angélica Maria
and Angélica Vale joined Food For The Poor as Brand
Ambassadors. Known collectively as “Las Angélicas,”
this beloved mother daughter duo, admired across the
United States, Mexico, and all Latin America, quickly
became powerful advocates for vulnerable children
throughout the region. Their impact was immediate:
after a heartfelt December radiothon, more than

440 children were sponsored through the Angels Of
Hope program, contributing to a larger goal of 2,200
sponsorships by August.

But for Las Angélicas, the mission goes far beyond
numbers. It is a mission rooted in love, empathy, and
deep conviction.

As lifelong performers, mother and daughter have shared
the stage countless times. Today, they share something
even more meaningful: a love for the children of Latin
America and the Caribbean. They invite us to imagine
what too many mothers face every day, raising a child
without a stable income, without a safe home, and
without access to healthcare or education. For thousands
of boys and girls, this is their reality. In the Angels Of
Hope program, children receive the food, safe shelter,
healthcare, and education they've been missing.

Angélica Vale often recalls her grandmother’s
question: “What are you doing for humanity?” That question
became her compass. Her mother shares the same conviction,
often saying: “It hurts deeply that children are denied the basic
right to be children - to play, to learn, to grow without fear.”

During their tour with Food For The Poor, they witnessed the
stark realities of extreme poverty—places where opportunities
are scarce and hope is fragile. And yet, in every home they
visited, they saw something powerful: resilience, strength,
and a profound desire to grow.

At the heart of their campaign is the Angels Of Hope child
sponsorship program, which supports vulnerable children
in Mexico, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Colombia, and Peru.
With thousands of children still waiting for a sponsor, their
message is simple and urgent: one act of love today can
change a child’s future.
